Pick-up Points: 
Obverse Markers 
¶ Robust doubling features common to the 1971S SB DDO Family 1, with key feature being split 

W.  This is the second most robust DDO in 1971S SB DDO Family 1 behind the 1SB-302, as 
evidenced by the general DDO spread and the notching at the end of the inner loop of the 9. 

¶ Die scratch NW to SE running into the inner right side of the W in WE 
¶ Different from 1SB-302, 1SB-303, and 1SB-304 
¶ No slingshot Y die crack and no die abrasion work described for 1SB-301.2 
 

Reverse Markers 
¶ Double die reverse - 1971S SB DDR Family 2.  Can be seen in notching of the upper right of the E 

in ONE, the upper right in the T in UNITED, the lower left of the first S in STATES, 
and significant doubling of the Caribbean Islands.  NOTE: The reverse of the 1SB-301 (4/21) is 
likely a unique stand-alone DDR (working die doubling on top of a previously doubled up-line 
DDR Family 2 hub), given the tripling to quadrupling seen in the T, S, Islands, and stars 4&5. 

¶ Die gouge above the right serif of the first L in DOLLAR 
¶ No reverse clash evidence as compared to 1SB-301.2 
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
